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Manual for using the D4D Object catalogue

Introduction:

The D4D object catalogue defines the format of all data which may be exchanged between
partner countries within the D4D project and the “GIS Forum Danube”. In addition to the
translation tool which is described in a separate manual, all partners in the GIS Forum Danube
shall be able to view the object catalogue while the other tools shall only be used by the body
which is responsible for the maintenance of the object catalogue.

Work procedure:

Action: Open the D4D object catalogue by double clicking on the d4d.mdb

Each member state of the “GIS Forum Danube” should have received a MS Access file
“d4d.mdb” and a file named “MSO.dII". Please make sure that these two files are copied into the
same directory. By double clicking the “d4d.mdb” file the main window of the D4D catalogue

opens. Please make sure that you use Access 2000 or a later version of MS Access.

The main window of the digital object catalogue
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At the top you see a field for language settings. The program is able to display all menus in two
different languages. So please choose the two languages you are familiar with. If a language is
not available then the translating progress is still in progress. For more information please refer
to the “Manual for translating the D4D object catalogue into national languages”. Below there is
the field for the version management, which is managed by via donau for the time being.
Underneath this you can see six buttons. Only the first one called “View object catalogue” and
the last one “Create Report” are of interest. The other ones are for adapting the object
catalogue, which will also be done by via donau.

Action: Click on the button “View object catalogue”

Now your screen should look like this.

This is the object catalogue window which is split up into three columns, which will be explained
as followed.
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The first column contains information about the
current version of the object catalogue. In the
future there will be amendments on the D4D object
catalogue and so several versions will be stored
and can be viewed.

In the box at the bottom you see a list of the object
groups. By clicking on the “plus” (+) in front of an
object group the appropriate objects will be
displayed as it is demonstrated for the object
group “River bottom”.
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The second column displays mainly information about the object itself. The boxes always
display the content in the two selected languages.

The attributes with the blue
star symbol are default attributes, which are
assigned to every object. By clicking on an
attribute the third column will be filled with
information.
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The third column displays all information
concerning the attribute, which has been selected.
The “Attribute name” and the “Attribute
description” are again provided in the two selected
languages. The boxes for “Attribute type”,
“Attribute value” and “S57 attribute” can only be
displayed in English for the time being.

With the button “Create Report” you have the possibility to print out the whole D4D object
catalogue. Please consider that the catalogue is about 316 pages long.
